Vendor Rules and Regulations 

LITTLE BEE CRAFT, hereinafter referred to as “Little Bee,” leases spaces for 
the exhibition, sales and distribution of products, services, information and other 
items of business. Lease agreements are embodied in contracts (of which these 
Rules and Regulations are part of) providing for the use and occupancy of cer-
tain small spaces of real property located at the Arts Park and referred to as 
“spaces.” Any company, partnership, institution, or individual over 18 years of 
age, hereinafter referred to as “VENDOR,” may apply for a space. 
 

These rules and regulations define the conduct of the VENDOR and how the 
leased spaces are used. Little Bee reserves the right to interpret, amend, revise, 
and delete these rules and regulations as it deems fit as well as its sole discretion 
in order to achieve the maximum benefit for the event, its patrons and vendors. 
This agreement contains the entire understanding of the parties and no oral rep-
resentation not contained herein shall be binding to the parties hereto. It is the 
vendor's responsibility to be knowledgeable of the Rules and Regulations and 
space rental standards which are a part of the Lease Agreement.

Payment 

Booths 

All booths are 10' x 10' and require the vendor to 
supply their own tent. Little Bee or the City of 
Springville does not provide any pop-up tents, ta-
bles, chairs or extension cords. All sales transactions 
must be confined to the leased space and VENODRS 
will not display signs, posters, brochures, advertise-
ments, or solicit prospective customers in any loca-
tion except within leased space. 
 

The VENDOR is responsible to maintain a clean 

booth space at all times. The VENDOR must leave 

the booth in the same condition it was in upon arri-

val. 

Booth Hours Parking 

All booths must stay open from 

6:00 pm – 10:00 pm on June 9th, 

2010 and from 10:00 am – 10:00 

pm June 10th—12th, 2010. 

All Vendor’s must park in the 

Springville High School parking lot 

or to the east of the Arts Park.  Any 

cars left on the road after their allot-

ted unloading time will be towed. 

Booth Fees 

Because Little Bee will suffer certain losses that can 
not be determined, vendors who wish to cancel will 
forfeit all monies. 
 

Little Bee is not responsible for loss of sales due to 
inclement weather or excessive noise from the carni-
val, entertainment or other attractions at the Arts 
Park. Booth fees are non-refundable. 
 

As Little Bee is providing the VENDOR a service, 

the VENDOR waives all rights to dispute any finan-

cial payments made including paypal and credit card 

transactions.

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Set Up begins at 1 pm on Wed. June 9th, 2010. All booth con-

struction must be completed no later than 5:30 pm Wed June 

9th, 2010. Little Bee will email each VENDOR an unloading 

time.  If you wish to bring your car down the paved street to 

unload, you must unload and move your vehicle within 20 min-

utes allotted or your car will be towed.  A $25 fine will be 

charged to any VENDOR who removes items earlier than 10:00 

pm the final night of the Fair. All VENDORS must check-in 

with the Little Bee Staff and fill out all necessary paperwork 

before setting up booths. Paperwork must be completed by the 

VENDOR and no one else. 

A representative from the Tax Commission will be in attendance. The Utah State Tax Commission will issue 

at the event a temporary sales tax ID number to the VENDOR specifically for this event. If you have any ques-

tions please call the Utah State Tax Commission, Special Event Unit at (801) 297-6303 or (800) 662-4335 ext.

Sales Tax 

Set Up 

No booth or portion thereof may 

be torn down or removed before 

10:00 p.m. on the closing night of 

the event. The paved road will be 

open at 10:00 p.m. for VENDORS 

to bring their vehicles once it has 

been deemed safe by Little Bee.  

You must load up and move your 

vehicle within 20 minutes. 

Take Down 

Please remember that this event is for all age groups! 

Insurance 

Little Bee is not responsible for loss of ex-

hibits during Springville Art City Daysfor 

any reason. Springville City will have secu-

rity during the day and gates will be locked 

at night. The VENDOR is responsible for 

insurance to cover any loss. Certain exhibits 

also require liability insurance. Even though 

security is provided, VENDORS are urged 

not to leave valuable merchandise in the 

booth overnight. 

Electricity Animals 

VENDORS who wish to have electricity can pay 
$25 to receive one 110 volts of electricity. Any 
additional electrical needs must be discussed be-
fore July 1st, 2010 with Little Bee. 

Little Bee expressly denies responsibility for elec-

trical failures, and any damage to equipment or 

property, caused by drops or increases in power 

supply, low voltage or power surges. 

All Animals, except 

Service Animals, are 

prohibited in VEN-

DORS's booth area. 

This is an exciting and wonderful event. Please remember that this event is for all age 

groups and there will be absolutely no selling of items dealing with obscenities, drug related material, knives 
or weapons of any sort, or any similar items of such nature. All vendors agree and accept that Little Bee and 
the City of Springville maintain right of sole and final say to prohibit, without any right of recourse by the of-
fending vendor, the sale or promotion of any item or event which Little Bee deems, in its sole discretion, to 
violate the standards of the event.
