Application Process

The application process is done either on the web-
site, http://www.littlebeecraft.com, or via mail. Upon
receipt of deposit, the FAIR will send the VENDOR
a confirmation email notifying of acceptance. Booth
locations are offered on a first come, first serve basis
and at prevailing prices. All applications received
after July 1st, 2010 will incur a $25 late application
fee. An application does not guarantee a space at the
event. The FAIR reserves the right to deny any ap-
plicant and will accept a maximum of four (4) ven-
dors that sell the same product. Once a VENDOR
has been assigned a booth location there will be no
changing of location allowed.

Booths

All booths are 10' x 10'". Booths in Section A do not re-
quire the vendor to supply their own tent. Booths in
Section B do require the vendor to supply their own
pop-up type tent. The FAIR does not provide any pop-
up tents, tables, chairs or extension cords. All sales
transactions must be confined to the leased space and
VENODRS will not display signs, posters, brochures,
advertisements, or solicit prospective customers in any
location on the fairgrounds except within leased space.

The VENDOR is responsible to maintain a clean and
clutter free booth space at all times. The VENDOR
must leave the booth in the same condition it was in
upon arrival. All signs must be approved by Little Bee.

Payment

A non-refundable $200 deposit is
due with the application. The re-
maining balance is due July 1st,
2010. Any VENDOR who does
not pay the remaining balance by
July 1st, 2010 will be charged a
$25 late fee in addition to the re-
maining balance.

Booth Hours

All booths must stay open from
4:00 pm — 10:00 pm on August
18th, 2010 and from 10:00 am —
10:00 pm August 19-21, 2010.

Parking

Each vendor will be given 2 park-
ing passes (subject to change de-
pending on parking limitations.)
There will be no overnight parking
on the grounds. Designated VEN-
DOR parking will be provided at
the area where all VENDORS are
asked to enter the grounds.

Cancellation / Refunds

Because the FAIR will suffer certain losses that can
not be determined, the deposit is non-refundable.
Vendors who wish to cancel will forfeit all monies
paid as of the date of cancellation.

The FAIR is not responsible for loss of sales due to
inclement weather or excessive noise from the carni-
val, entertainment or other attractions at the Fair-
grounds. Booth fees are non-refundable.

As the FAIR is providing the VENDOR a service,
the VENDOR waives all rights to dispute any finan-
cial payments made including paypal and credit card
transactions.
